Loggers Park Adult Softball Rules & Regulations

Objectives and Purpose

The objectives and purposes of the Loggers Park adult softball leagues shall be to foster, develop, promote and regulate amateur adult softball within the property and facilities of Loggers Park; to establish rules and regulations governing all teams participating; to extend the softball program as a wholesome recreational activity.

General Regulations Statement

The Loggers Park Athletic Department reserves the right to change any and all rules, regulations, and policies whenever due cause warrants a change.  When a change is made, all managers of teams affected will be notified immediately.

General Policies & Regulations

The policies and regulations stated here will govern all adult athletic leagues:

1) Sportsmanship and fair play will be the hallmark of all adult athletic leagues.

2) A rules committee will govern all adult athletic leagues and will be composed of a representative from Loggers Park, the Athletic Supervisor.

3) Player Eligibility:

A. A person must be at least 18 years in order to participate in any adult league or sport. (Waivers may be granted)

B. All players must comply with eligibility requirements of a specific league as described in the printed information about the different leagues.

C. Current Varsity athletes might be ineligible for these leagues.  Check with your Athletic Director at your school so that you don’t jeopardize your Varsity eligibility.

4) Entry fees and entry deadlines will vary with each sport or league.  Entry deadlines and league starting dates will be announced in newspaper ads and flyers sent to the sports mailing lists.  Entries must be received by the deadline.  Teams will not be considered registered until their entry fee is paid in full and player rosters, signed conduct and waiver forms are turned into the Loggers Park athletic department.

5) Unsportsman like conduct – any player or coach who is ejected from a game is automatically ineligible for that team’s next game.  Each participant is held responsible to know and abide by this rule.  Ineligibles participating in the next game will result in game forfeiture.  Any player or coach who, in the opinion of the rules committee, is detrimental to the function of the league will be barred from the league.  

6) Amendments to rules concerning each respective sport can be made at the organizational meeting for that sport.  This will cover changes in league policies, rules, etc.  Coaches and managers are encouraged to participate in discussion of the rules and express their desires concerning changes or anything else dealing with the leagues.

7) NO ONE UNDER AGE 21 ALLOWED TO DRINK ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGES-   If an UNDER 21 member of your team is caught drinking at Loggers Park, your team will be kicked out of the league immediately (no refund will be issued) .

A.
Everyone under 21 must leave the premises at 10 PM unless they are still playing ball.  When their game is finished, they must immediately leave the premises.  

8) There are no Bat Bags allowed in the bar at any time, due to insurance regulations.  Bat Bags must be stored on the patio or brought to your vehicles.

Adult Softball League Regulations

1) League Schedules:  All league schedules and the Athletic Supervisor and/or Athletic Department of Loggers Park will make divisions.

2) Rosters
A. Rosters must be submitted in order for a team to be officially registered.

B. The last day to make changes to the rosters is June 15.

C. A roster may not exceed 20 players.

D. Rosters must be neatly completed with full and complete addresses, city, zip codes, birth dates, telephone numbers, and a signature for each player.

NSA Bat Performance Standard

Current NSA Official Softball Rules will Prevail with the

Addition of the following In-house Rules.

4)
Starting Times-
All League Times are 6:00, 7:00, 8:00 & 9:00 PM 

A) A five-minute grace period will be allowed from the scheduled starting time for teams to produce an official line-up of eligible players.  This grace period counts as part of the 50-minute time limit for games.

B) A minimum of eight (8) eligible players (on your roster) must be present to start & finish a game.

C) A double forfeit will be declared if neither team has eight (8) eligible players.

D) A $25.00 forfeit fee will be assessed to teams forfeiting at the field.  To save this fee, contact Loggers Park before 1:00 PM the day of the game. Forfeit fees will be deducted form your $50.00 forfeit deposit.  If any team exceeds the $50.00, any future forfeit fees must be paid before their next scheduled game.  If not paid, the team will automatically lose by declared forfeit until the fees are paid.

5)
Length of Games- Games will be seven (7) innings with the following exceptions:

A) There is a 50-minute time limit on all games.  No new inning should begin after the 50-minute mark.  (Note:  Games can end in ties).
B) One team is ahead by 15 runs or more after 3 ½ - 4 innings or 10 runs or more after 4 ½  - 5 innings. (Changed in 2011 to a surrender rule.  If the time limit hasn’t been reached, a team may surrender at any point to end the game).  
C) In the event of bad weather and game gets cancelled, games will be official after 3 ½ - 4 innings.

6) Special League Rules-

A) Three (3) balls, and two (2) strike count, no courtesy foul allowed will be in effect for all league games. 

B) A team may elect to bat all players at the game (open ended batting order).  To do this they must inform the umpire and the other team prior to the start of the game.  Teams may not subtract batters except for injury.  Additions can only be made before the batting order has been completed once.  Note:  if a player gets injured and there is no substitute, that spot in the batting order will be skipped over with no penalty.

Note in Mixed Couples – The batting order must be alternating between men and women.  (At no time may there be more men then women in the batting order).  Any player may enter the game on defense as long as it is male for male and female for female.  When substitution involves the pitcher, a male may replace a female and vice-versa as long as the ratio of men to women on the field remains the same.  At no times shall there be more men then women in the game.

C) A courtesy runner shall be allowed for a player injured during the game.  (Note:  in mixed couples, the runner must be the last person of the same sex to make an out).

D) Steel spikes are allowed.

E) No Infield practice before the games.  Teams should warm-up on the outfield grass.
F) All teams are responsible to put all their trash in the trashcans provided at the fields.  If a team is in violation of this rule they will be subject to forfeited games.

G) In Mixed couples- if a male walks, he automatically goes to second base.  The female then has the option of receiving an automatic walk or hitting only when there are two outs.

H) No courtesy steps or lead offs are allowed. You may only leave the base after the ball is struck.

7) Team Disbandment- In the event a team disbands before the schedule is complete, all the remaining games will be credited to their scheduled opponent.  No refund of fees will be made.

8) Dividing Teams into Divisions – Loggers Park Athletic Supervisor and/or Department reserves the right to place teams in leagues or divisions where there will be equalization of competition and/or will allow teams opportunity to play.

9) Changing Teams- Any person playing on one team may not transfer to any other team in that division without the approval of the rules committee.  Players must submit a written request for changing teams to the Athletic Department stating the reason for such a change.  If approved by the rules committee, there will be a one-week waiting period from the time the request was received before the transferred player will be eligible to play on their new team.

10) Playing on more than one Team- Players may not play on more than one team in the same league or on a night of play without the permission of their opposing team.

11) Playing under an Assumed Name or False Address- Playing under an assumed name or false address will result in the guilty team losing the game on the first offense and being barred from the league on the second offense.  A team may be barred from the league on the first offense if the rules committee feels the rule breaking is flagrant.

12) Standings and Tie Breakers
A) Division standing will be kept at Loggers Park.

B) Ties at the end of the season-   1st place will be determined as follows:

1. By head to head record between the tied teams.

2. By the runs scored between each of the tied teams in their head to head games.

3. By the total runs scored during all their league games.

13) Substitution Rule
A) A player may re-enter the game once, if the team isn’t batting their entire line-up.  This player must bat in the same spot in the batting order.

B)
A player must play one complete inning by:

1. Playing the field and then batting.

2. Batting and then fielding for three outs.

B) In the event of an injury, a player may be re-entered before one complete inning if a team has only eleven players at the game; however, he/she must abide by rule A listed above.

C) Team Option  (Open Ended batting order)- All players at the game can be listed in the batting order.  This option must be declared before the game.  Batters cannot be subtracted except for injury.  Batters cannot be added once the batting order has been completed once.

Note:  If a player gets injured and there is no substitute, that spot in the batting order will be skipped over with no penalty.  This also applies to an ejected player when a substitute is not available.

14) Rain Out Policy
A) ONLY the Team managers are to call Loggers Park at 262-628-4444 after 4:00 PM on days where weather is a factor.  Players are to call their managers, not the park, to find out whether or not the games will be played.  If a game is not called off by 4:00 PM, the umpire will decide at the field, at game time, whether or not to play.  Teams are required to show up then or risk a forfeit being declared.

B) Once the game begins, it is the umpire’s decision whether or not to continue the game.

C) Make-up games will be played at the end of the year if time permits or on a Friday, Saturday, or Sunday.
15) Umpire Decisions
A) Only the team manager is allowed to approach the umpire to question umpire’s decision on a given play.  Keep in mind judgement calls shall not be questions or disputed.

B) Any player leaving the bench or their position to dispute an umpire’s decision will be immediately ejected from the game.

C) Absolutely no physical contact with the umpire will be tolerated.  (This includes the traditional “bumping” and excessive expression of words resulting in spitting).

D) Anybody who is ejected from a game will be automatically suspended from that teams next game and if warranted, from further games.

16) Loggers Park League Home Run Rules
Each team will be allowed the following number of home runs for each league classifications at Diamonds:
Men’s & Mixed Couples Class D – 5 home runs per game.

A home run is considered a non-touched or non-deflected ball that clears the outfield fence.  Any player on the team can hit the home runs.  After the allotted number of home runs have been hit, any ball hit over the fence that is not touched or deflected by the outfielder will be considered an out.

If an outfielder deflects or touches a ball before it goes over the fence, it will be considered a four base error and this will not count in the home run limit total for the team.

17) Sportsmanship

Profanity and Abusive personal baiting of opponents by players or spectators shall not be permitted.  Abusive baiting is defined as remarks referring to the nationality, creed, religion, or physical characteristics of an individual.  The umpire shall eject anyone violating this rule from the playing field area and this person will also have to leave the bars property.


Note:
If an umpire hears any profanity, they have the authority to eject a player on the first occurrence.  So managers please warn your players.

A) Team managers are responsible for the behavior of the players and the following of their team while the team is on the Loggers Park premises.  (Either playing or watching games).

B) If a player or a spectator is involved in the violation of this rule, the umpire will eject this individual from the Parks property.

C) If an individual is ejected and does not leave the Parks property within one (1) minute, the umpire will stop the game and award a forfeit to the opposing team.

D) If both teams are involved, the umpire will declare a double forfeit.

Note: the umpire, and the team manager shall report any incident of the aforementioned nature.  This report must be a written description of the incident, and shall be turned into Loggers Park Athletic Department within two working days of the game.

E) If a player is ejected from any game for unsportsman like behavior, that player will receive a one (1) game suspension at a minimum.  If the rules committee finds the unsportsman like behavior excessive, the player could receive a stricter penalty.

F) Alcohol:  There shall be NO DRINKING of beer or any other alcoholic beverages on the field.  Teams will forfeit their games if they violate this rule.

G) Any player or coach who, in the opinion of the Loggers Park Athletic Department staff, is detrimental to the function of the league will be barred from further league participation.

18) Forfeits
A) Teams may play an official game with eight (8) players.  Less than eight players will constitute an automatic forfeit.

B) Teams have five (5) minutes after the scheduled game-time to field a team (with only roster players).  If eight (8) players do not show up within the five (5) minute time, the game is forfeited.

19) Umpire No-Show
If an umpire does not show for your scheduled game, the two managers have a couple of options, which are:

A) Have the game rescheduled for a later date or;

B) Agree to play an “official” game using a fill-in person(s) to act as the umpire(s).  Both managers need to agree to this option and to the person(s) who will fill-in as the umpire.  The results of this game will be regarded as official.  A “game” scorecard must be signed by both managers before the game and the results are turned into the Loggers Park Athletic Department.

20) Game Balls
              Each team is to supply the opposing pitcher with a “hit your own” 40 core 375 compression ball.

21) Protests
A) Protests are permitted only in respect to NSA playing rules.

B) The rules committee will rule upon a protest when it concerns player eligibility or rules interpretation.  Protests involving an umpire’s judgement call will not be considered by the rules committee.

C) The rules committee will be composed of the Loggers Park Representative, Athletic Supervisor, and a representative from the leagues Umpires Association.

D) Procedure for Protests:

1. Manager must immediately notify the umpire and opposing manager of the protest.

2. The manager must submit a written protest with a complete description of the incident, the rule that was violated (no judgement calls can be protested) and the point at which the incident occurred to the Loggers Park Athletic Department the day after the incident.
3. The written protest must be submitted along with a $25.00 protest fee.  This fee will be refunded only if the protest is honored.

22) Interference Rule (League Rule Only)
A) If a runner does not slide or get out of the way during a double play situation, the runner and batter will be declared out of the umpire feels a double play could have been made, regardless if the ball was thrown or not.  Note:  If another runner was originally on 2nd or 3rd base, he/she will be declared out rather than the batter (the runner closest to home at the time of the interference).

B) On a close play at a base, which will result in a tag being applied, the runner must slide or avoid making any contact with the defensive player.  If the umpire feels the runner didn’t make an attempt to slide or void contact on a tag play (at any base), the runner will be declared out.

These are safety rules that will be enforced by all umpires.  Managers please inform all your players that these rules 

will be strictly followed during league play.

23) No Dig Rule (in the batters boxes)
A batter is not allowed to dig any type of hole in the batters box.  Umpire will warn the managers before the game (this is the only warning).  The first offense, by a team, will result in a strike being called on the batter.  The second offense, by a team, will result in the batter being called out.  The third and any other offense, by a team, will result in the batter being ejected from the game.  Please inform all of your players of this important safety rule.

24) Casual Profanity/Family Atmosphere Rule
Casual Profanity pertains to expletives not directed at umpires or opposing players, but uttered by a player, manager/coach frustrated with himself or herself, a teammate or fan.

(Examples include:  A player/manager swearing after a pop out, strike out, boot of a ball, or at a belligerent fan or another player, etc.)

This type of “casual” profanity is penalized by “outs” being declared against the offending team.

PENALTY

If the offending team is at bat and profanity is used, the player is out unless the result of the play is an out in which case the next batter will be declared out.

If the offending team is in the field, the first player(s) to bat in there half of the inning will be declared out.  It is possible for a team to come to bat with one or more outs already recorded or lose there at bat altogether.

Outs will be treated as delayed dead ball situations.

NOTE:  Profanity directed at opposing players or umpires must always be penalized by ejection (an out is not declared).

RATIONALE
The “Casual Profanity Rule” provides a lesser penalty for the gray area between accepted conduct and those situations where the offender must be ejected.  This rule is meant to sensitize players and discourage them from using words that are considered offensive/obscene.  In an ideal world this rule would not be necessary and hopefully it will serve as a major deterrent and reminder not to use unacceptable language.


KEY NOTES TO THE RULE
1. What is considered swearing?  Anything you would not want a 2 year old to repeat.

2. Just because the game is over does not give you the right to start swearing.  Results in game suspensions for violating players.

3. If players make a mockery of the rule, they will have a hearing before the league director, head umpire, and umpire officiating the game.

4. Rule is meant so family and friends can come to the game and not be embarrassed or insulted by player’s language.
